JIM STORY AWARD FREQUENT QUESTIONS & ANSWERS 

1) If I win a State Chapter Jim Story Award, with one gourd can I replace it with a different gourd to enter the American Gourd Society Jim Story Award?
Answer

1) NO! The gourd that is entered in each Chapter that wins the Jim Story Award must be the same gourd entered in the AGS "Jim Story Award" for that year. NO REPLACEMENTS, for that year of competition will be accepted. For EXAMPLE: 2011 state chapter winners are eligible to enter their winning entry in the 2011 AGS "Jim Story Award" competition.

2) Assuming a grower entered and won in several state competitions, could all of his winners be entered in the final competition?
 Answer

2) YES! But saying that, if the person entering used the same gourd in all three chapter competitions, it would be considered one entry in the AGS competition. In any case you would only receive ONE AGS award for the three entries from the three chapter entries. 

3) How many years are allowed for the gourd manipulation part of the Jim Story award competition?  As I mentioned in my earlier e-mail to Bob (and did not see your reply), any gourds grown this year will have to be entered in competition in 2010.

Answer

3) The AGS "Jim Story Award" gourd entries must be a mature dried cleaned undecorated hand trained or manipulated gourd grown the previous year. It must win in one of the AGS chapters to be eligible for the AGS Jim Story Award. 

4) As I understand it, the Jim Story gourd manipulation award contest runs for three consecutive years starting with 2009. Gourds eligible for the 2011 contest must be grown in 2010, and gourds eligible for the 2012 contest must be grown in 2011.

 

Answer

4) YES! Gourds eligible for the 2011 contest must be grown in 2010, and gourds eligible for the 2012 contest must be grown in 2011. 
5) Will there be a Jim Story award for each of the years 2009, 2010, & 2011, or will the state winners for each of these years be competing for a single award after the 2011 state contests?

 
Answer

5) Yes! There will be an AGS Jim Story Award for each year, composed of the entries of the winners of each state chapter for that year.
  


   NEW QUESTIONS

6) Can entries be in any category or in a specific category for gourds whose shape was manipulated by grower? Each of these statements is made on the website. Second prize in 2009 doesn't seem manipulated to me.

 

6) Answer: 
T
he gourd must be in a category of Dried Gourds in a state chapter. EXAMPLE: One dried, cleaned, hand trained Hard-shell gourd. This can be manipulated into a knot, molded using different techniques.

7) Is there a deadline?

 

7) Answer: 
The deadline will be after the last show of the year and as soon as they can process the winners information

 

8) What are the cash prizes?

 

8) Answer:

There is one cash prize for the AGS Award ($500.00) Each State is allowed to determine their own prize but can purchase an award from the AGS.

 

9) Who decides the winners?

 

9) Answer: 
A panel of three AGS Certified Judges will determine the winner. 

10) Can a previous winner enter essentially the same thing a second time?

 

10) Answer: 
NO! Once a gourd is entered and won a state or AGS competition it cannot be entered again. 


11) The entry form was the most useful thing I found. Do people nominate themselves? 

 

11) Answer:

You must have won a State competition to enter the AGS competition. After that you fill out the application for the AGS competition and send it in with photos of your state competition win, one with you and your gourd and one with just your gourd by itself and the state winning ribbon. 

12) Is what the website says for 2010 applicable to 2011?  Or does entry mean that the 2011 award was for 2010 gourds?
