The 50th Annual Ohio Gourd Show will take place on the Darke County Fairgrounds in Greenville, Ohio on September 28, 29 and 30, 2012.  Workshops take place on Friday, Saturday and Sunday, but the full Show and Exhibition will only be available on Saturday and Sunday.  As in past years, workshop times are as follows:

Friday and Saturday are also available for seven-hour workshops (all-day) by combining the morning and afternoon sessions (9 a.m. - 5 p.m.).  Workshops are not scheduled for Sunday morning, but a three-hour session is available on Sunday afternoon beginning at 1 p.m.  Lunches are not provided.  Workshops may be shorter than allotted times, but should start at 9 a.m. and/or 1 p.m.  

For the 2012 Show, the Ohio Gourd Society (OGS) is offering a series of juried workshops designed to provide visitors with a controlled number (approximately 40) of diverse and high quality projects.  A separate group, appointed by OGS will evaluate all workshop proposals and select those to be presented at the Show.  

Persons interested in leading a gourd workshop at the 2012 Ohio Gourd Show should submit an application by March 28, 2012 (Postmarked by 3/28/12 or emailed on or before 3/29/12) so that the Workshop Jury can review the projects and notify leaders of acceptance and times.  This is a change from 2011.  The Executive Board formed a specific jury to review and select workshops.  The deadline is important to allow layout and drafting of the Show Schedule before the Annual Spring Meeting in April 2012.  You will be notified of workshop selections and the draft workshop schedule late in April 2012.  Workshops may focus on traditional and basic techniques, as well as those processes that incorporate multiple techniques and new ideas.   

Workshop leaders are also asked to consider lowering requirements for the  minimum number of students accepted.  OGS recommends that the minimum number of participants required be no more than two.  

Applications for leading a workshop should include:

· A clear, uncluttered photograph of the finished project.

· A short, but detailed, description of what each student will accomplish.

· A list of materials that each student should bring.

· A list of materials that will be supplied.

· Your charge per student and your minimum and maximum student requirements.

· The day(s) and time(s) requested for scheduling the workshop.

· The approximate size of the project.

General information:

· There will not be a separate workstation supplied with saws, drills, paints, etc.  These materials, including power cords, must be provided by leaders and/or students.  

· Students benefit from receiving handouts or patterns with their class instruction.  Printed materials are not required, but they are highly recommended.  

· OGS may utilize a student survey to help determine types of workshops that are most popular and to provide feedback for instructors.

· Leaders set the charge per student for each workshop.  OGS will add a small amount to that charge (up to $10 based on the charge for the workshop) in order to offset expenses for additional building rental, electricity, etc.

· Workshop Coordinator for 2012 is Nelson Litzenberg.  John Martin will continue to receive applications and format the show Schedule.
